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Now writing under the pen-name of HARUN YAHYA, Adnan Oktar was born

in Ankara in 1956. Having completed his primary and secondary education in

or even a single protein. The more than

350 million fossils unearthed to date contain
not one transitional form showing that life
forms are descended from one another. If fairy
tales are to be taught in schools, the facts re-
vealed by science should be taught alongside
them. Children and students need to be ta-

ught, not with pagan teachings left over
from ancient Sumerian times, but

with the scientific realities of
the 21st century.
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Darwinism is not science
With the distribution in Europe of the first three volumes of the Atlas of Creation, European socie-

ties subjected to Darwinist and materialist indoctrination for the previous century and a half for the
first time had the opportunity to see the true facts. This work, which revealed that the theory of evo-
lution is of no scientific value and is merely kept propped up for ideological reasons, has led to a
major change of belief in Europe. Polls in different countries have revealed a major decline in the
numbers of people believing in Darwinism, and that belief in creation has now begun to predominate
in Europe. 

Yet despite all the scientific evidence against it, Darwinism is still taught in schools, and particu-
larly in universities, as if it were a scientific fact. It is espoused as an official ideology of state in many
countries of the world and taught on a compulsory basis. This shows that the scientific struggle against
Darwinism needs to be accelerated on a daily basis and that all societies need to be made aware of
the Darwinist deception. 

The way to enhance all believers’ enthusiasm and determination on this subject is to show that
the theory of evolution is a fraud and that science utterly rejects evolution, to reveal the sufferings,
scourges and tribulations inflicted by Darwinism on the whole world, and to demonstrate that
Darwinist and materialist beliefs lie at the root of all wars, genocide, slaughter, terror, oppression,
violence and unhappiness and of the factors that most trouble society, from rising crime rates to in-
creased levels of suicide. 
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People who lack sufficient knowledge of Darwinism, or who have not studied the subject in de-
tail, may not be aware of what a grave danger Darwinism is. They may not be able to see how the
theory of evolution underlies the social problems and moral degeneration that oppresses and dis-
tresses people today. Ignorance of this fact represents a major threat. 

Since they are unaware of the harm that Darwinist thinking has inflicted on mankind over the
last century and a half or so, these people are generally unable to grasp how vitally important the
intellectual struggle against Darwinism is. But the fact remains that Darwinist ideology strives to
deny the existence of Allah and the fact of creation (surely Allah is beyond that). It seeks to make
people forget that they have a responsibility to our Lord. It inculcates the fraudulent idea that human
beings are supposedly the work of blind chance and encourages them to live by the law of the jungle.
It therefore  gives rise to societies made up of people that are unaware of their responsibilities to
Allah and the reason for their presence in this world, that think solely of their own self-interest, and
that live in a state of ruthlessness, disloyalty, lovelessness, ingratitude and cruelty. 

Darwinism, the falsehood that the immaculate equilibrium in the universe and all life came into
being by chance, also represents the backbone of materialism. This unscientific and pernicious belief
regards human beings as entities with no souls or responsibility to Allah and as merely a slightly
more advanced species of animal. It maintains that relationships between
people should be ruthless, selfish and based on con-
flict, rather than loving, compassionate and affectio-
nate. Therefore, conflict is inevitable wherever the
ideological structure of Darwinism prevails because
this dangerous ideology regards  such feelings as
compassion, love, sympathy, loyalty and respect as
elements that supposedly hold back the evolutionary
process and that therefore need to be eradicated. 

The error of underestimating the
scientific struggle against
Darwinism 

It is a grave error to imagine that Darwinism, prop-
ped up for ideological reasons even though it has collap-
sed scientifically, is harmless. The idea that life formed
by chance, which goes back to the ancient Sumerians,
consists of a failed theory that seeks to account for the
origin of life in purely materialistic terms. This pagan
religion, the real aim of which is to deny the existence
of a Creator (surely Almighty Allah is beyond that),
is a trigger that seeks to turn people away from belief
in Allah, indoctrinates them with the idea that they
are ruthless entities and leads to the shedding of the
blood of the innocent. This bloody impact of
Darwinism still persists today, and acts of terror and
violence all over the world are nourished by this per-
verse theory. Therefore, the intellectual struggle to
be waged against Darwinism is of the most vital im-
portance if peace is to be brought to society and the
moral values of the Qur’an are to reign over the
world.

Conflict inevitably prevails where the ideological
structure of Darwinism predominates. This danger-
ous ideology regards feelings such as compassion,
love, sympathy, affection, altruism and respect as
hindrances that slow down the supposed process of
evolution, and that therefore need to be eliminated. 
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Darwinism is officially supported

Almost all the states of the world have adopted
Darwinism as an official ideology and support this
perverse ideology by a variety of means. In addition
to encouraging atheism, this ideology has also offici-
ally banned discussion of belief in Allah.

Almost the entire
world is under the dominion of the Darwinist dicta-
torship. It is literally impossible for someone who
does not support the theory of evolution to acquire the
title of scientist. A Darwinist professor will select the
assistant he appoints from among Darwinist and ma-
terialist applicants and will never hire someone who
is not a Darwinist. Indeed, the professor will seek to
have them removed from the university entirely. 

But despite all these facts, some people still fail to
properly grasp the importance of anti-Darwinist acti-
vities and do not treat them sufficiently seriously.
These people incorrectly regard it as impossible for a
communistic, materialistic and irreligious system to
develop in Muslim societies and thus ignore the dan-
ger inherent in allowing Darwinist ideologies to
spread. But this is a serious error. The fate of peoples
that have fallen into this error once again emphasizes
the importance of anti-Darwinist, anti-materialist ac-
tivities.
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Everyone in just
about all countries is

well aware that evolution is
an outdated myth and an

unscientific ideology, and yet
all students, teachers, acade-

mics and politicians are
“forced to sign up to

evolution.”  



The prophets destroyed all idols erected against belief in Allah  

History shows that the prophets never turned a blind eye to the idols in their communities. For exam-
ple, the Prophet Abraham (pbuh) smashed the idols to stop his people from worshipping them. Allah re-
veals this as follows in the Qur’an:

He broke them in pieces, except for the biggest one, so that they would have it to consult! They said, ‘Who
has done this to our gods? (Qur’an, 21:58-59)

They said, ‘Did you do this to our gods, Abraham?’ He said, ‘No, this one, the biggest of them, did it. Ask
them if they are able to speak!’ They consulted among themselves and said, ‘It is you yourselves who are
wrongdoers.’ But then they relapsed back into their disbelief: ‘You know full well these idols cannot talk.’
He said, ‘Do you then worship, instead of Allah, what cannot help or harm you in any way? Shame on you
and what you worship besides Allah! Will you not use your intellect?’ (Qur’an, 21:62-67)

As the above verses show, the prophet Abraham (pbuh) did not just shatter the idols. He chose a very
clever way of doing so that would allow the people to realize that their idols had no power. By setting
their consciences in motion, he allowed them to think in a direction that they had perhaps never gone
down before. 

In the same way, the Prophet Moses (pbuh) also smashed the idols of his people who again fell under
the influence of their own perverse beliefs at a time when he was away from them. The Prophet Moses
(pbuh) burned the golden calf, the idol of his tribe, and then scattered its ashes into the sea. In this way,
the Prophet Moses (pbuh) made sure that his people would never again be able to worship their idols.
Allah reveals this as follows in the Qur’an:

He [Moses] said, ‘What do you think you were doing, Samaritan?’ He said, ‘I saw what they did not see. So
I gathered up a handful from the Messenger’s footprints and threw it in. That is what my inner self urged
me to do.’ He said, ‘Go! In the world  you will have to say, “Untouchable!” And you have an appointment
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Life forms that have remained unchanged for
hundreds of millions of years are proof that
living things never evolved. That is why fos-
sils are the evidence that deals the greatest
blow to the theory of evolution.

This jaguar skull fossil dates
back to the Cretaceous Period
and is 87 million years old.
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which you will not fail to keep. Look at your god to which you devoted so much time. We will burn it up
and then scatter it as dust into the sea. Your god is Allah alone, there is no god but Him. He encompasses
all things in His knowledge.’ (Qur’an, 20:95-98)

Our Prophet (saas) also warned his people against their idols and told them that these were quite po-
werless. Almighty Allah describes the situation thus in the Qur’an:

Have you really considered al-Lat and al-‘Uzza and Manat, the third, the other one? (Qur’an, 53:19-20)

They are nothing but names which you yourselves have given, you and your forefathers. Allah has sent
down no authority for them. They are following nothing but conjecture and what their own selves desire.
And that when guidance has reached them from their Lord! (Qur’an, 53:23)

As can be seen from these verses, what a believer has to do in order for the moral values of Islam to
spread is first to intellectually destroy the false gods adopted by a community, definitively and irrevo-
cably. The idol that today represents the foundation of the global threat of irreligiousness is the Darwinist,
materialist ideology. It must not be forgotten that closing one’s eyes in the dark does not relieve  that
darkness. Pretending the darkness does not exist does not do away with it. In order to eliminate the dark-
ness, one has to turn on the light. The light that needs to be lit now is an intensive anti-Darwinist, anti-
materialist intellectual struggle. 



The Atlas of Creation is an intellectual blow to the greatest idols of
our age 

The  fourth volume of the Atlas of Creation you are holding is the continuation of a major scientific
blow to Darwinist, materialist ideology, because this work reveals fossils that were carefully kept hidden
away by Darwinists and shows everyone that evolution never happened. Every one of the fossils in this
book declares that “living things never underwent evolution.” More than 350 million fossils, of which we
can only include a very small number of specimens here, is concrete evidence that the evolutionary process
is a myth, a mere fantasy. Hundreds of millions of fossils show that life forms never changed, that they
never went through intermediate stages and they emerged in a single moment, with all their body parts.
Hundreds of millions of fossils pointing to creation respond “not one single transitional form fossil exists.”
The meaning of this is clear; evolution does not exist, but rather it is creation that is a scientific fact.
Darwinists have no evidence they can point to and no response to make in the face of this reality. That is
why the Atlas of Creation represents such a lethal intellectual blow to Darwinism. 

All power belongs to Allah, and all hearts are in His hands. It is of course Almighty Allah Who will
change people’s minds and eliminate perverse ideologies from the world and bring about the reign of
Qur’anic moral values. The duty of a sincere believer is to trust in and rely on Allah and embrace the in-
tellectual struggle by doing all in his power to further it. It is to strive against all idols, ideologies and
false powers opposed to Allah, to advocate the Qur’an, proper moral values, peace and tranquility, using
knowledge, science, reason and logic, and to bring about the reign of love and peace.

As Almighty Allah reveals in the verse, "Rather We hurl the truth against falsehood and it cuts right
through it and it vanishes clean away!..” (Qur’an, 21:18), all perverse opinions and

superstitious beliefs developed against Allah will inevitably be defeated, and all
such superstitious beliefs will disappear.
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The 95-million-year-old fossil flashlight fish

above shows that these life forms have re-

mained unchanged for millions of years. 

The bacterial pouches beneath the fish’s eye

was fossilized in the same form as it is today.

Although Darwinists try to conceal the fact,

these fossils show that 95 million years ago

the fish was using light emitted by the bacte-

ria within its body and was able to perform

the same complex processes as it is today.

LIGHT: THE COMMON PRODUCT
OF FISH AND BACTERIA

The white layers immediately beneath the eye in so-

me fish is a light organ where bacteria gather. By using

this light organ, which resembles the headlights of a car,

the fish catches prey entering into the light and can also

send signals to attract a mate.22

The fact that bacteria produce this light, not for them-

selves, but for the fish they inhabit is particularly striking.

Bear in mind that this light is of no use to the bacte-

ria. The theory of evolution is totally unable to account for

this. The theory of evolution maintains that those changes

arising in living species due to mutations that are useful

will be selected and so evolution will take place in the

species concerned. The fact is, however, that there is no

possibility of random mutations being able to give rise to

such a complex system as light production and, in additi-

on, the production of light will not benefit the organism

concerned, the bacterium, in any way. 

The bacteria cannot conceive of and apply such a

technology, and the fish certainly cannot identify such a

specific characteristic in the bacteria and include it in the-

ir own bodies in such a perfect way. The way that bacte-

ria work together to emit light with a sublime technology

on behalf of another living thing is the work of Allah's

flawless and incomparable creation.

COMMUNICATION AMONG BACTERIA
Research investigating the bacterium with the scientific name of

Vibrio fischeri have revealed some highly interesting facts. They es-
tablished that these bacteria were in communication with one anot-
her. According to this research, cells encourage neighboring cells to
perform various functions by sending one another special messenger
molecules. 

Bacteria release a messenger molecule known as AHL in order to
simulate one another. This AHL molecule activates a protein known
as LuxR. The activated LuxR then activates a marvelous system known
as Lux Operon created for light production by binding to the DNA.
This system produces both the molecules and enzymes necessary for
light production and also the AHL messenger molecules. These AHLs
then increase light production by stimulating other bacteria.23

One important detail here is the way the bacteria are present in
large numbers and the aggregation of the AHL molecules. In this
way, the bacteria are able to emit a large amount of bright light for
the fish to use. Indeed, when these bacteria are alone in the sea, no
light production like that in the fish takes places, since there is no ac-
cumulation of AHL, and thus no light is given off.24
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The ability to fly has been mankind’s dream
for thousands of years, a goal toward which nume-
rous scientists and researchers have expen-
ded labor, time,  money and occasionally,
their lives. Apart from a few very primiti-
ve experiments, it became possible to ma-
ke self-propelled flying vehicles only in the early years of the 20th century.

Over the last 40 years, the scientific world has made it a priority to understand insects’ su-
perior flying performance. The delicate and flawless architecture in insects’ flight mechanisms
amaze researchers. 

Some of these tiny creatures can hover suspended in the air, fly backwards, suddenly accele-
rate to more than 150 kilometers per hour (90 MPH) and engage in  aerobatics far superior to even
the best-trained fighter pilot. Insects have highly advanced mechanisms for flight, including per-
fect wings, a light exoskeleton,  organs which perfectly regulate and control balance, and advan-
ced warning systems that enable them to navigate and take off. Their bodies are covered by an
exoskeleton that fulfill a set of functional roles including moving their legs and wings.

Airplanes operate by using the flow of air over their wings and are propelled with the assis-
tance of combustion engines. Insects, on the other hand, have no such engines for takeoff, yet
merely beating their wings gives them a powerful lift.25 In order to take off, most insects have to
beat their thin wings very fast— and during flight, an average of several hundred times per se-
cond.26 Some insects beat their wings 600 times per second. Such rapid movement taking place
in so short a time is impossible to  replicate technologically.

FLYING INSECTS:
Marvelous life forms with perfect
wings that lived millions of years
ago refute evolution 
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21st century researchers use insects
as models for progress 
In recent years, various scientific research groups and major universities have

been working on manufacturing micro-flight vehicles by imitating insects’ flight
mechanisms. One of the most important of these is supported by the British-based
Engineering and Physical Sciences Research Council and is playing a key role in the
new aerial vehicles' development.27

Dr. Richard Bomphrey, from the Department of Zoology at the University of Oxford, says
that the findings from analysis of the architecture of in-
sects’ wings “will make it possible to aerodynami-
cally engineer a new breed of surveillance vehi-
cles that, because they're as small as insects
and also fly like them, completely blend into
their surroundings."

The research team uses cutting-edge com-
puter modeling capabilities and the latest
high-speed, high-resolution camera technology
to investigate insect wing structure and perfor-
mance. Key to the work is the calculation of air
flow velocities around insect wings. This is
achieved by placing insects in a wind
tunnel, seeding the air with a light fog
and illuminating the particles with
pulsing laser light -  a tech-
nique called Particle Image
Velocimetry.28
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One important characteristic of the
insects that appear suddenly in the
fossil record, together with all their
flawless structures, is their extraordi-
nary flight techniques. These marve-
lous flying insects have had the same
wing architecture since they were
first created as they have today, 125
million years later. They have never
undergone any evolution. This beetle
that lived 125 million years ago was
petrified in stone together with all its
fine detail. 
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According to Dr. Bomphery, different types of insect wing serve different
purposes. “For instance,” he says, “bees are load-lifters, a predator such as a dra-

gonfly is fast and maneuverable, and creatures like locusts have to range over vast
distances.” Investigating the differences between insect wing structures has been a key

focus in engineering micro flying robots. These ecological differences have led to a va-
riety of wing designs depending on the task needing to be performed. Micro flying ve-
hicles and micro-cameras installed on them will be able to be used in a great many fi-
elds.29

Despite all the specialists working on the subject and all the technological means at
their disposal, it is thought that insect-sized flying machines will only become a rea-
lity in the next 20 years.

Making a robot that beats its wings is no easy matter. What really defeats scien-
tists is the impossibility of giving that robot the intelligence that makes flight possib-
le. The California University Electrical Engineering Faculty Professor Ron Fearing
says, “The good news is we know what the wings need to do. The bad news is we don't know

how to do it.”30 Michael Dickinson, a University of California Berkeley Professor of
Biology, states that fruit flies beat their wings 200 times per second and use three

different mechanisms in order to take off. This lets a fruit fly make a U-turn in
the air with just eight wing movements, in as little as 40 milliseconds.31 Ac-

cording to Dickinson, in order to achieve such a level of control, the insect
robot at Berkeley can make mistakes only three times, and on the fourth

one, it will drop dead. Robert Michelson, the chief engineer at Georgia Tech-
nology Research Institute, states how difficult it is to construct a robot that beats

its wings for balance and control:

“Until we can do things as well as you find them in creation, you have to go to alternate
techniques.”32 

Even though humanity possesses formidable  technology, intelligence,
energy, and financial backing, people still cannot imitate the systems
we witness in nature. Marvels of creation that human beings are po-
werless to replicate show Allah’s matchless creative artistry. Insects of
whatever size, large or small, have been able to fly through inspiration

from Allah throughout the 250 to 300 million years of their existence on
Earth up to the present day. Many insect species we see in nature today
even have a  flying ability superior to that of birds. The perfection in in-

sects’ wings is one of the proofs of Allah’s immaculate creation. 
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Thinking of how many factors involved in order for an aircraft

to fly gives a much better idea of the actions performed by in-

sects such as the dragonfly, based on exceedingly complex cal-

culations: 

The length of an aircraft , its height, wing span, wing surface

area, maximum take-off weight, maximum landing weight, num-

ber of engines  and power, fuel capacity, maximum range, tra-

vel speed, take-off distance; these all need to be exactly right.

This long list of calculations continues to be perfor-

med during flight: the altitude at which the ve-

hicle is to fly, the maneuvers to be made, to

descend or to maintain course without

any unsteadiness, the rate of fuel con-

sumption, the measures to be taken in

the event of difficult air conditions.

The list is long and quite complex.

Insects, on the other hand, make

none of these calculations. From

the moment they hatch, they act li-

ke flawless miniature flying machi-

nes applying all these delicate cal-

culations in the most perfect way.

Their flight is highly controlled, ba-

lanced and expert.

Sikorsky, one of
the world’s leading heli-

copter manufacturers, based the
model it produced to carry troops

and material on the dragonfly. Pho-
tographs representing the dragonfly’s
flight techniques were loaded onto a
IBM 3081, and 2,000 special illus-

trations based on the way the
insect moves in the air

were produced. 

The dragonfly flight system is a marvel of creati-

on. It has two pair of wings located diagonally on

its body. The wings work in counterpoint; as the

two front wings are rising, the two wings in the

rear are falling. Wing movement is established by

two opposite groups of muscles. One end of the

muscles is attached to an extension in the body in

the form of a winch. One muscle group contracts

to enable one pair of wings to rise, while the ot-

her muscle group relaxes to an equivalent degree

to allow the second pair of wings to fall. 

Dragonflies can reach speeds of between 30 to

60 kilometers per hour (18 to 37 MPH) in a  very

short space of time. The dragonfly also possesses

tremendous maneuverability. No matter at what

speed or what direction it may be flying in, it can

stop momentarily and start moving in the opposi-

te direction. Or it can hover in the air, waiting in

a suitable position. 

One hundred and twenty-five milli-
on years ago, at a time when evo-
lutionists maintain the world was a
primitive place, dragonflies posses-
sed a flight system that today’s
technology simply cannot match.

While the scientific world is still unable to fully account for insects’ bodily structures and

flight techniques, it is the height of sophistry to claim that these came about by chance. The mu-
tations that Darwinism points to as the supposed architects of these systems are in reality harm-
ful effects that merely cripple a life form, cause permanent injury to its organs and even result in
its death. It is impossible to maintain that mutations that take place solely on the basis of chance
can bring into being an insect’s wings, muscles, nerves and antennae and complex systems such
as respiration and digestion. It is a terrible error to attach any credence to such nonsense.

No coincidence can create a flying machine, such as a helicopter. Even if all the components
of a helicopter are left scattered about in a large field, natural events will still never be able to pro-
duce a helicopter from them. It is as illogical to propose this as it is to suggest that an insect’s
wings or any other organ or system in its body could emerge as the result of blind chance. It is ob-
vious that these marvelous systems in living things can only fully function, and the organism can
only survive, when they are all present together. 

It is impossible for an insect with no knowledge of the mechanisms by which it might fly to
design them and for unconscious cells to carry out such complex functions. 

The conscious systems we see in insects clearly indicate creation. We particularly see this
when we look at fossils: dragonflies, various species of flies and beetles appear suddenly in the
fossil record with all the marvelous properties they possess today and with no evolutionary an-
cestors preceding them. Fossils show us, quite simply, that evolution never happened.

The facts revealed by the scientific data and fossil records conflict with both the claims that
Charles Darwin first made 150 years ago and with all the present-day versions and variations of
the theory of evolution.

For anyone to still espouse the theory of evolution in the face of all these facts is of course
highly thought-provoking. Such people still follow along in Darwinism’s wake and turn their
backs on the true facts; but this is merely a short-term deception. The facts are much clearer now
than they were in Darwin’s time and also much easier to establish. The number of people seeing
and accepting the facts is growing, and there is a rapid decline in the numbers of people who be-
lieve unquestioningly in evolutionary fairy tales. The scientific proof cannot be ignored and hid-
den as easily as it was in Darwin’s day. Research is uncovering new and marvelous properties in
living things every day and invalidating the evolutionist concept of chance. Every new scientific
finding shows that the universe was created by an Intelligence superior to all things. Disciplines
such as genetics, microbiology, paleontology, geology and all other branches of science constantly
and clearly reveal the fact of creation. 

There is no doubt that this scientific progress will continue to take place and that science will
become one of the finest means of describing the creative artistry of Allah; this is because all
knowledge belongs to Allah.

Outer wings containing chitin surround the

elastic, membranous flying wings like a sheath.
When the insects wishes to fly it opens its outer
wings, literally like a hydraulic gate, and the
larger flight wings folded underneath emerge.
These crumpled flight wings  become smooth
and elastic almost instantly. This attractive in-
sect then takes off and flies away.
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There is no evidence that living things ca-
pable of flight evolved from other life
forms. On the contrary, their complex
structures and the way they appear sud-
denly in the fossil record show that all the-
se life forms were created at once, together
with their necessary flight systems.

One environment in which fossils form is amber. The am-
ber from trees flows down and covers a living thing, pre-
serving it entirely and creating a fossil. These fossils rep-
resent an important truth, in the same way as other fossils.
This ladybug was fossilized together with all its soft tissu-
es some 25 million years ago. There is not the slightest dif-
ference between the ladybug in the amber and those living
today. Ladybugs were created in their present form. 
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The above photograph of a fossil lightning bug

provides countless scientific data dating back so-

me 50 million years. We first see that the insect’s

antennae, legs, joint structure, compound eyes,

wing structure and everything else is all perfectly

formed, regular and immaculate. Second, we see

no half-formed organs in the process of evoluti-

on, as evolutionists would have us believe. This

insect has never changed over the intervening 50

million years. With their marvelous wing archi-

tecture, the systems that allow them to produce

light in their own bodies and their complex com-

pound eyes, lightning bugs are a perfect marvel

of creation. In short, this glorious life form tells

us that “there is no such thing as evolution.” 
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No rational and logical person would ever look at the design in an airplane

and claim that all the components came together by chance to produce a

vehicle capable of flying. On the contrary, people looking at the design

in an airplane will think that there is very fine and detailed planning

involved in every stage, and that a large number of engineers and

technicians pooled their knowledge and experience together

and put in a great deal of hard work and time. Life forms that

fly have been equipped with  features superior to those of airp-

lanes. It would be a total violation of logic and reason to look

at these living things, created with the ability to fly, and to

say that they are the product of mere chance. Classic evo-

lutionary scenarios cannot explain how such delicate

calculations work with such superior technology in

these life forms devoid of any consciousness.

Indeed, Darwinists have no answer to

give at all because no such thing

as evolution ever happe-

ned.
